


Follow all operating and assembly instructions for the Roma as before, except now
instead of turning the handle, simply turn the Motor ON by selecting either slow
speed (Setting 1) or high speed (Setting II).

REMOVING A JAM FROM THE ROMA FOOD
STRAINER WITH THE MOTOR ATTACHMENT

WARNING! Before cleaning, assembling or disassembling the Motor
Attachment, make sure the Motor is in the OFF Position (0) and the PLUG
IS REMOVED FROM THE OUTLET/POWER SOURCE!

NOTE: This Motor DOES NOT have a reverse speed. Ifthe Roma Tomato Strainer
should become jammed:

1. Switch the Motor off immediately

. Unplug the Motor from the power source

. Pivot the Movable Arm away from the Motor

. Remove the Motor from the Roma Food Strainer and Sauce Maker.
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. Either insert the manual handle and rotate counter clockwise to free
the jam, or remove the splash guard/discharge chute and the stainless
screen to free the jam. If you remove the screen and squirt guard to
remove the jam, reassemble the Roma Food Strainer and Sauce Maker
before reattaching the Motor and connecting to the power source.
