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To All Campmeeting Residents

Responding to an often-expressed feeling that the Campmeeting,
because of its age and uniqueness, deserves state or national recognition
as a historic district, the Board of Managers, at its July 2006 meeting,
unanimously authorized submitting an application to have the
Campmeeting listed on the National Register of Historic Places. The
Board selected Tom Meredith to prepare and submit this application.

One of the requirements in the application process is the
preparation of an inventory of every building on the Campmeeting
grounds. That inventory 1s now being prepared. If you see someone
holding a clipboard and pencil staring at your cottage, he or she is
simply trying to determine which of a variety of architectural styles it
represents. Feel free to talk to that person about your cottage, and, if you
know when it was built, tell the inventory maker about it

Being listed on the National Register of Historic Places does not
mean that somebody is going to tell you what you can or cannot do with
your property. [t also does not mean that your taxes will go up or that
you will not be allowed to paint your house the color you want. It simply
recognizes the fact that despite almost 120 years of active existence, the
Campmeeting has retained its historic integrity even while changing from
a church-based summer worship and teaching center to a quiet
residential enclave. No other Pennsylvania campmeeting shares that
exXperience.

Recognition as a National Historic District does mean that the Mt.
Gretna Campmeeting meets the stringent National Park Service
standards of historic integrity. These standards require a careful listing
and thorough description of every building and structure within the
district. That means that the inventory takers must take the time to look
carefully at each cottage in order to identify its style, list its size, identify
the materials of which it is made, and establish its approximate date of
construction. So if you see Linda Campbell or Chris Resh or Esther
Mefferd intently studying your cottage, she is simply at work on a very
challenging task, for which I am deeply grateful.
